Committee I

Governmental Affairs Committee Bills

HB0034

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Election Code. Provides that the presidential elector with the highest number of votes in a congressional district casts an electoral vote for the presidential and vice presidential candidates of his or her political party. Provides that an at large presidential elector who receives the highest or second highest number of votes statewide casts an electoral vote for the candidates of his or her party.

HB0113

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Election Code. Requires the State Board of Elections to produce a voter's guide before each general election containing (i) information as to statewide and certain other offices to be filled at the election, (ii) information on candidates for those offices, (iii) public questions to appear on the ballot, and (iv) voting information. Permits candidates to submit photographs and personal statements for inclusion in the guide upon payment of specified fees. Sets standards for photographs and statements. Requires that the guide be mailed to each residential address in the State. Authorizes local election authorities to produce or to arrange with the Board for production of local inserts into the guide to contain information on local candidates, questions, and voting. Authorizes the Board to charge fees for local inserts and to assess a fine of up to $1,000 for the unauthorized submission of a candidate photograph or statement.13

HB0397

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Internet Voting Commission Act. Creates a commission appointed by the legislative leaders to study and recommend to the General Assembly a system of voting via the Internet at elections in 2008 and thereafter. Abolishes the commission and repeals the Act January 1, 2007. Effective immediately.

HB0593

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Service Member's Employment Tenure Act. Provides that each person scheduled to begin employment with a private employer or with the State of Illinois or a political subdivision who, for the purpose of entering the military service, has left or leaves such scheduled-to-begin-employment status and actually entered the military service and who thereafter (1) receives a certificate or other evidence of honorable discharge or satisfactory completion of military service, (2) is, at the time of such discharge or completion of military service, still qualified to perform the duties of the position of employment which he or she was scheduled to begin, and (3) makes application for re-employment within 90 days after being relieved from such military service, or from hospitalization continuing after discharge for a period of not more than one year, shall be restored by the employer to the position of scheduled-to-begin-employment status which he or she left with the same increases in status, seniority, and wages that were earned during his or her term of military service by employees in like positions who were on the job at the time the returning service member entered the service, or to a position of like seniority, status, and pay, unless the employer's circumstances have so changed as to make it impossible or unreasonable to do so. Extends other protections of the Act to service members who were scheduled to begin employment at the time they entered military service. Effective immediately.

HB0766

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Parental Responsibility Law. Provides that, where a wilful or malicious act by the minor causes damage to real or personal property owned or leased by a local public entity, no recovery under the Act may exceed $100,000 actual damages for each local public entity that owns or leases the property. Defines "local public entity". Effective immediately.

HB0906

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Prisoner Census Adjustment Act. For purposes of creating election districts and redistricting, requires that State and local governmental bodies use census figures adjusted to reflect the pre-incarceration addresses of persons imprisoned in State or federal facilities in Illinois. Requires the Secretary of State to make the adjustments based upon information reported by State and local governmental entities that operate or place persons in facilities. Imposes the requirements beginning after the next federal decennial census.

HB0914

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Counties Code. Provides that every coroner shall send to the State Police blood, tissue, and saliva specimens from any person who is suspected to have died of unnatural causes for inclusion in the State DNA central repository.

HB0920

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the County Jail Act. Provides that the costs of medical or hospital services of a prisoner held in a county jail who has been determined to be eligible for medical assistance under the Illinois Public Aid Code at the time the person is initially detained pending trial shall be reimbursed by the Department of Public Aid to the extent those costs exceed $500 (rather than $2,500).

HB2400

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Jury Act. Adds an economic hardship to the list of reasons why a juror may be excused from jury service.

HB4069

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Election Code. Beginning January 1, 2007, permits an election authority to accept in-person voter registrations on the day of the consolidated primary election and the day of the consolidated election.

HB4101

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Sex Offender and Child Murderer Community Notification Law. Provides that the Department of State Police at least once per year and at such other periods of time as the Director of State Police deems appropriate shall send a letter to each residence address located within a neighborhood informing the resident that a sex offender or sex offenders reside within the neighborhood. Provides that the notification shall contain the number of sex offenders residing within the neighborhood but shall not include the names and addresses of the sex offenders. Provides that the notification shall also inform the resident that he or she may obtain information about sex offenders residing in his or her neighborhood by accessing information contained in the Statewide Sex Offender Database on the Internet by means of a hyperlink labeled "Sex Offender Information" on the Department of State Police's World Wide Web home page. Provides that the Director of State Police shall adopt rules determining which geographic areas constitute a neighborhood.

HB4156

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Public Support Standards for Biomedical Research Act. Provides that the State, units of local government, school districts, and community college districts may not use or allow the use of public funds, property, or credit for certain human cloning activities. Preempts home rule. Effective immediately.

HB4203

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Missing Persons Identification Act. Provides that all law enforcement agencies shall accept without delay any report of a missing person. Provides that acceptance of a missing person report may not be refused on any ground. Provides that a law enforcement agency shall notify the individual making the missing person report, a family member, or other person in a position to assist the law enforcement agency in its efforts to locate the missing person general information about the handling of the missing person case and that the person making the report or other necessary person shall promptly contact the law enforcement agency if the missing person remains missing to provide additional information and materials that will aid in locating the missing person. Establishes procedures to be followed by law enforcement agencies if a person remains missing after 30 days. Establishes law enforcement procedures for handling death scene investigations. Establishes procedures to be used by the medical examiner or coroner in identifying human remains. Amends the Department of State Police Law of the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois. Provides that the Department of State Police shall perform the duties prescribed in the Missing Persons Identification Act. Effective immediately.

HB4311

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Election Code. Provides that when a qualified elector's precinct polling place is a school and the elector will be unable to enter the school to vote because the elector is a child sex offender, the elector may vote early or by absentee ballot. Requires that an election authority that designates permanent or temporary early voting polling places must designate at least one that a child sex offender may lawfully enter. Requires that an election authority provide election-day voting at its principal office for child sex offenders who cannot lawfully enter their assigned precinct polling place. Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. In the provision prohibiting a child sex offender from entering a school, removes language providing that a child sex offender has the right to be present in a school building to vote. Provides that it is a Class 4 felony for a child sex offender to knowingly be present within 100 feet of a site posted as a pick-up or discharge stop for a conveyance owned, leased, or contracted by a school to transport students to or from school or a school related activity when one or more persons under the age of 18 are present at the site. Effective immediately.

HB4433

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Career Offender Registration Act. Provides that a person convicted of certain felony offenses who is not required to be registered under the Sex Offender Registration Act or under the Arsonist Registration Act must register with the Department of State Police by providing the following information to the Department, or to the sheriff's office in the county in which the career offender establishes or maintains a permanent or temporary residence, within 2 working days after establishing permanent or temporary residence in this State or within 2 working days after being released from the custody, control, or supervision of the Department of Corrections: name, social security number, age, race, gender, date of birth, height, weight, hair and eye color, photograph, address of legal residence and address of any current temporary residence within the State or out-of-state, including a rural route address or a post office box, date and place of any employment, date and place of each conviction, fingerprints, and a brief description of the crime or crimes committed by the career offender. Provides that the Department of State Police shall maintain on-line computer access to the current information regarding each registered career offender. Provides that the Department of State Police must maintain hotline access so that State, local, and federal law enforcement agencies may obtain instantaneous locator file and criminal characteristics information on release and registration of career offenders for purposes of monitoring, tracking, and prosecution. Provides that the Department of State Police's career offender registration list containing that information is a public record. Effective immediately.

HB4753

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Hospital Charity Care Act. Provides that no hospital or its medical staff shall adopt or maintain admission practices or policies that result in any of the following: (i) a significant reduction in the proportion of patients who have no third-party coverage and who are unable to pay for hospital services; (ii) a significant reduction in the proportion of individuals admitted for inpatient hospital services for which payment is, or is likely to be, less than the anticipated charges for or costs of such services; or (iii) the refusal to admit patients who would be expected to require unusually costly or prolonged treatment for reasons other than those related to the appropriateness of the care available at the hospital. Provides that no hospital shall adopt or maintain practices or policies that would deny access to emergency care based on ability to pay. Requires every hospital to maintain a charity care policy and sliding fee schedule and to provide notice of the policy to patients. Also regulates a hospital's debt collection activities. Provides for administration of the Act by the Department of Public Health.

HB5006

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Election Code. Limits public officials and candidates to one political committee per office held or sought. Permits exploratory committees. Permits each legislative leader to have one caucus political committee. Sets limits on contributions that a political committee may receive from individuals, non-person entities, caucus committees, other political committees, and party committees. Prohibits a non-person entity from making contributions or expanding funds in relation to a candidate except through its designated recipient committee. Authorizes a political party to designate a party committee that may receive a limited amount of contributions. Makes exceptions to the limits with respect to candidates facing opponents using personal funds and with respect to transfers by political committees. Authorizes the State Board of Elections to assess penalties against contributors and recipients for violations of the contribution restrictions. Authorizes the State Board, upon the affirmative vote of 4 of its members, to audit a political committee's records.

HB5321

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Wireless Emergency Telephone Safety Act. Provides that each wireless carrier shall collect a monthly wireless carrier surcharge in the amount of $1.50 (now, in an amount set by the Wireless Enhanced 9-1-1 Board) from the subscriber for each CMRS connection. Authorizes the Wireless Enhanced 9-1-1 Board to increase the amount of the surcharge if it determines that the increase is necessary for the effective provision of 9-1-1 services.

HB5765

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the State Officials and Employees Ethics Act to impose revolving door restrictions on executive branch and legislative branch officers and employees. Amends the Secretary of State Act to give the Secretary of State Inspector General the authority to investigate lobbyist wrongdoing. Amends the General Assembly Staff Assistants Act concerning committee witness slips. Amends the Lobbyist Registration Act with respect to the following: the definition of "official"; lobbying entities; registration under the Act; serving on boards and commissions; reports; gifts; penalties; and other matters. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB5774

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Election Code. Eliminates separate primary ballots for different political parties. Requires that all candidates for all offices appear on a universal primary ballot. Permits a primary voter, without specifying party affiliation, to vote for candidates from more than one party. Prohibits voting for more than one candidate for each office unless otherwise authorized by law.

HJRCA0001

Synopsis As Introduced
Proposes to amend the General Provisions Article of the Illinois Constitution to provide that only marriage between one man and one woman shall be valid or recognized in Illinois. Effective upon being declared adopted.

HJRCA0031

Synopsis As Introduced
Proposes to amend the Legislature Article of the Illinois Constitution. Changes the terms of members of the General Assembly. Provides that Senators elected in 2008 shall serve four-year terms. Provides that Senators elected in 2010 shall serve two-year terms. Provides that Representatives elected in 2008 shall serve four-year terms. Provides that, beginning in 2012, in each ten-year period, Senators shall be divided into two groups. Provides that Senators in the first group shall first be elected for terms of six years and then for terms of four years. Provides that Senators in the other group shall first be elected for terms of four years and then for terms of six years. Provides that, beginning in 2012, Representatives shall first be elected for terms of four years, then for terms of two years, and then for terms of four years. Provides that whenever a seat in either house becomes vacant with more than 28 months remaining in the term, the vacancy shall be filled by appointment until the next general election, at which time a replacement shall be elected to serve for the remainder of the term. Provides that the General Assembly shall be a continuous body for a period beginning and ending at noon on the second Wednesday of January of consecutive odd-numbered years. Effective upon being declared adopted. Applies to the election of General Assembly members in 2008 and thereafter; does not affect the terms of members elected in 2004 or 2006.

HR0869

Synopsis As Introduced
Resolves that the General Assembly not recognize or hold valid the uniting of persons of the same sex in a civil union, domestic partnership, or other similar same sex relationship in this State and that the General Assembly not allow couples to register their partnership in such a manner as to give them the rights and responsibilities of married couples.
Committee II

Judiciary Committee Bills

HB0028

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Career Offender Registration Act. Provides that a person convicted of certain felony offenses who is not required to be registered under the Sex Offender Registration Act must register with the Department of State Police by providing the following information to the Department, or to the sheriff's office in the county in which the career offender establishes or maintains a permanent or temporary residence, within 2 working days after establishing permanent or temporary residence in this State or within 2 working days after being released from the custody, control, or supervision of the Department of Corrections: name, social security number, age, race, gender, date of birth, height, weight, hair and eye color, photograph, address of legal residence and address of any current temporary residence within the State or out-of-state, including a rural route address or a post office box, date and place of any employment, date and place of each conviction, fingerprints, and a brief description of the crime or crimes committed by the career offender. Provides that the Department of State Police shall maintain on-line computer access to the current information regarding each registered career offender. Provides that the Department of State Police must maintain hotline access so that State, local, and federal law enforcement agencies may obtain instantaneous locator file and criminal characteristics information on release and registration of career offenders for purposes of monitoring, tracking, and prosecution. Provides that the Department of State Police's career offender registration list containing that information is a public record. Effective immediately.
HB0123

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Capital Crimes Litigation Act. Provides that the funding provisions of the Act are available in any case involving an offense for which the sentence of death may be imposed as a consequence of conviction, regardless of whether or not the State's Attorney indicated that he or she would seek the death penalty in that case. Provides that these provisions are retroactive to any capital case that is pending at the time of enactment or that is prosecuted on or after its effective date. Effective immediately.

HB0245

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Sexually Dangerous Persons Act. Provides that at the hearing to determine whether a sexually dangerous person or criminal sexual psychopathic person has recovered, the Attorney General or State's Attorney who filed the original application shall represent the State and shall have the right to have the applicant examined by an expert or professional person of the State's choice. Provides that the applicant may retain experts to perform an examination as well. Provides that the sexually dangerous person or the State may elect to have the hearing before a jury. Provides that the State has the burden of proving by clear and convincing evidence that the applicant is still a sexually dangerous person. Provides that if the applicant refuses to speak to, communicate with, or otherwise fails to cooperate with the State's examiner, the applicant may only introduce evidence and testimony from any expert or professional person who is retained to conduct an examination based upon review of the records and may not introduce evidence resulting from an examination of the person. Provides that if a person has previously filed an application in writing setting forth facts showing that the sexually dangerous person or criminal sexual psychopathic person has recovered and the court determined either at a hearing or following a jury trial that the applicant is still a sexually dangerous person, no additional application may be filed for one year after a finding that the person is still sexually dangerous. Makes other changes.

HB0793

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Code of Criminal Procedure of 1963. Provides that an order of protection may also be issued when the alleged offender and victim are family or household members and the alleged violation is unlawful restraint, aggravated unlawful restraint, child pornography, domestic battery, aggravated battery of a senior citizen, interfering with reporting of domestic violence, stalking, aggravated stalking, cyberstalking, criminal trespass to a residence, criminal damage to property, criminal trespass to a vehicle, criminal trespass to real property, disorderly conduct, or harassment by telephone.

HB0864

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that aggravated battery is a Class X felony (rather than a Class 2 felony if the victim is a peace officer) if the person who commits the battery intentionally or knowingly causes great bodily harm or permanent disability or disfigurement to an individual known by the person to be a peace officer, a community policing volunteer, a correctional institution employee, an employee of the Department of Human Services supervising or controlling sexually dangerous persons or sexually violent persons, or a fireman while such officer, volunteer, employee, or fireman is engaged in the execution of any official duties including arrest or attempted arrest, or to prevent the officer, volunteer, employee, or fireman from performing official duties, or in retaliation for the officer, volunteer, employee, or fireman performing official duties, and the battery is committed other than by the discharge of a firearm. Effective immediately.

HB0897

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Includes in the requirements of submission of blood, saliva, and tissue samples for analysis and inclusion in the genetic marker grouping analysis database maintained by the Department of State Police a person found not guilty by reason of insanity for certain qualifying offenses or inchoate offenses. Includes in the definition of "qualifying offense" any offense or inchoate offense that is a felony. Provides that a person found not guilty by reason of insanity for certain specified sex offenses or for a violation of the Hypodermic Syringes and Needles Act must undergo medical testing to determine whether the defendant has any sexually transmissible disease, including a test for infection with HIV or any other identified causative agent of AIDS. Present law requires the mandatory medical testing only for persons who have been convicted of any of these offenses.

HB0903

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that a person who engages in a pattern of criminal offenses in 2 or more counties of this State or who attempts or conspires with other persons to engage in a pattern of criminal offenses is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Defines "pattern of criminal offenses" as (1) two or more criminal offenses committed as part of the same plan, scheme, or adventure; (2) a sequence of 2 or more of the same criminal offenses committed that are not separated by an interval of more than 30 days between each offense; or (3) 2 or more criminal offenses committed, each proceeding from or having as an antecedent element a single prior incident or pattern the elements of which constitute the offense of deceptive practices, robbery, burglary, theft, identity theft, false personation, certain violations of the Illinois Credit Card and Debit Card Act, or of the Illinois Identification Card Act. Effective immediately.

HB1109

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that a person who unlawfully delivers a controlled substance to another and any person's death is caused (rather than any person dies) as a result of the injection, inhalation, or ingestion of any amount of that controlled substance commits the offense of drug-induced homicide.

HB1460 

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Code of Criminal Procedure of 1963. Provides that any person who fails to answer an officer's temporary questioning (after the officer identifies himself as a peace officer and demands the name and address of the person and an explanation of his or her actions) is guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. Effective immediately.
HB3449

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961 and the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that a person convicted of domestic battery in which the domestic battery is committed in the presence of a child must pay the counseling costs of any child under 18 (rather than 16) years of age in whose presence the domestic battery was committed (rather than a child who is the defendant's or victim's child or step-child or who is a minor child residing within the household of the defendant or victim).

HB3649

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Sex Offender Management Board Act and the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that a person convicted of criminal sexual assault, aggravated criminal sexual assault, predatory criminal sexual assault of a child, aggravated criminal sexual abuse, or felony criminal sexual abuse shall be placed on conditional release after the completion of his or her imprisonment in a Department of Corrections facility. Provides that a person sentenced for these offenses shall serve an indeterminate sentence. Provides for the length of conditional release. Provides that the conditions of conditional release may include successful completion of treatment and aftercare in a program approved by the Director of Corrections, the Prisoner Review Board, and the Sex Offender Management Board and satisfaction of the release conditions specified by the Prisoner Review Board and Sex Offender Management Board. Provides that before the offender is released, the Director of Corrections shall notify the sentencing court, the State's Attorney in the jurisdiction where the offender was sentenced, and the victim of the offender's crime, whenever possible, of the terms of the offender's conditional release. Provides that if the offender fails to meet any condition of release, the Director of Corrections, upon the approval of the Prisoner Review Board, may revoke the offender's conditional release and order that the offender serve the remaining portion of the conditional release term in a Department of Corrections facility. Provides that the Prisoner Review Board, in consultation with the Director of Corrections and the Sex Offender Management Board, shall establish criteria and procedures to use in making release and revocation decisions on offenders sentenced under the indeterminate sentencing provisions. Provides that by December 31, 2006, the Prisoner Review Board shall provide the General Assembly with a written report containing the criteria and procedures the Board proposes to use in deciding whether to release a sex offender subject to an indeterminate sentence.

HB3806

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that when a defendant, over the age of 21 years, is convicted of a felony that is gang-related, after having twice been convicted in any state or federal court of an offense that contains the same elements as an offense now classified in Illinois as a Class 2 or greater Class felony and the charges are separately brought and tried and arise out of different series of acts, the defendant shall be sentenced as a Class X offender.

HB4134

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Crime Victims Compensation Act. Includes hate crime in the definition of "crime of violence". In the definition of "victim", includes the parent of a person (rather than the parent of a child) killed or injured as a result of a crime of violence. Includes the following in the definition of "pecuniary loss": (i) the loss of tuition paid to attend school when the victim had been enrolled as a student (rather than as a full-time student); and (ii) transportation expenses to and from medical and treatment facilities. Changes the definition of "dependents replacement services loss" so that it applies to loss reasonably incurred by private legal guardians of a minor dependent (in addition to loss reasonably incurred by dependents) after a victim's death under specified circumstances. Changes the definition of "replacement services loss" so that it applies to expenses reasonably incurred in obtaining ordinary and necessary services that would have been performed by an injured person (rather than a permanently injured person) under specified circumstances.

HB4152

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that a person convicted of or placed on supervision for a sex offense as defined in the Sex Offender Management Board Act must wear an approved electronic monitoring device for the duration of the person's parole, mandatory supervised release, probation, conditional discharge, or supervision term if the unlawful activity involved a victim who was under 18 years of age and the person convicted of the sex offense is 18 years of age or older or if the person convicted of the sex offense is a sexual predator and the victim of the offense is under 18 years of age.

HB4193

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Violent Offender Against Youth Registration Act. Provides for the registration of persons under the Act who were previously registered as sex offenders under the Sex Offender Registration Act for the offenses of kidnapping, aggravated kidnapping, unlawful restraint, aggravated unlawful restraint, first degree murder, child abduction, and forcible detention, or an attempt to commit certain of those offenses when those offenses were committed against persons under 18 years of age. Transfers information about those persons previously registered under the Sex Offender Registration Act for those offenses to the Violent Offender Against Youth Registration Act. Creates the Violent Offender Against Youth Registration Fund. Provides that the Fund shall receive deposits of registration fees from violent offenders against youth. Establishes various requirements for registration and provides penalties for those persons who violate registration requirements. Amends various Acts to make conforming changes.

HB4222

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Identification Act. Provides that the Department of State Police shall develop official information relating to the number of sexual offenders and sexual predators who are placed on supervision, probation, conditional discharge, parole, or mandatory supervised release and who are subject to electronic monitoring. Provides that the Criminal Justice Information Authority shall study the factors relating to the sentencing of sex offenders from the point of arrest through the imposition of sentencing by the sentencing court, including original charges, plea negotiations, trial dispositions, and sentences. Provides that the Department of Corrections, the Administrative Office of the Illinois Courts, the Department of State Police, and the State's Attorneys shall provide information deemed necessary for the study. Provides that the final report shall be presented by March 1, 2007. Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that a person convicted of or placed on supervision for a sex offense as defined in the Sex Offender Management Board Act must wear an approved electronic monitoring device for the duration of the person's parole, mandatory supervised release, probation, conditional discharge, or supervision term if the unlawful activity involved a victim who was under 16 years of age and the person convicted of the sex offense is 18 years of age or older or if the person convicted of the sex offense is a sexual predator. Amends the Sex Offender Registration Act. Provides that a sexual predator who has been lawfully released from confinement or who has completed his or her term of supervision, probation, conditional discharge, parole, or mandatory supervised release, whichever is later, for at least 40 years, and who has not been arrested for a felony or misdemeanor since release may petition the circuit court for the purpose of no longer being classified as a sexual predator. Provides that it is Class 4 felony for a person who has reason to believe that a sexual predator is not complying, or has not complied, with the Act and who, with the intent to assist the sexual predator in eluding a law enforcement agency that is seeking to find the sexual predator to question the sexual predator about, or to arrest the sexual predator for, his or her noncompliance with the Act to withhold information from the law enforcement agency about the sexual predator or to conceal his or her whereabouts or to provide false information to the law enforcement agency about the sexual predator.

HB4337

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Sex Offender Management Board Act and the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that a person convicted of criminal sexual assault, aggravated criminal sexual assault, predatory criminal sexual assault of a child, aggravated criminal sexual abuse, or felony criminal sexual abuse shall be placed on conditional release after the completion of his or her imprisonment in a Department of Corrections facility. Provides that a person sentenced for these offenses shall serve an indeterminate sentence. Provides for the length of conditional release. Provides that the conditions of conditional release may include successful completion of treatment and aftercare in a program approved by the Director of Corrections, the Prisoner Review Board, and the Sex Offender Management Board and satisfaction of the release conditions specified by the Prisoner Review Board and Sex Offender Management Board. Provides that before the offender is released, the Director of Corrections shall notify the sentencing court, the State's Attorney in the jurisdiction where the offender was sentenced, and the victim of the offender's crime, whenever possible, of the terms of the offender's conditional release. Provides that if the offender fails to meet any condition of release, the Director of Corrections, upon the approval of the Prisoner Review Board, may revoke the offender's conditional release and order that the offender serve the remaining portion of the conditional release term in a Department of Corrections facility. Provides that the Prisoner Review Board, in consultation with the Director of Corrections and the Sex Offender Management Board, shall establish criteria and procedures to use in making release and revocation decisions on offenders sentenced under the indeterminate sentencing provisions. Provides that by December 31, 2007, the Prisoner Review Board shall provide the General Assembly with a written report containing the criteria and procedures the Board proposes to use in deciding whether to release a sex offender subject to an indeterminate sentence.

HB4357

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Marriage and Dissolution of Marriage Act. Provides that grandparents, great-grandparents, and siblings of a minor child may petition the court for visitation, provided that the petition must be filed in the county in which the child resides. Provides that a petition may be filed when the custodial parent denies visitation and the other parent is dead, missing for 3 months or more, incompetent, or incarcerated for 3 months preceding the filing of a petition. Provides that any visitation granted under this Section ends by operation of law if the child is adopted however, if one natural parent is dead and the surviving spouse remarries, a subsequent adoption will not terminate visitation granted by a court to parents of the deceased parent. Provides that a petitioner who seeks to overcome the presumption that a parent's actions regarding visitation by the grandparent, great-grandparent, or sibling are not harmful to the child's health may do so by proof that the child had a significant relationship with the petitioner that, once lost, will cause harm to the child or the petitioner was the primary caregiver of the child. Describes significant existing relationship with a grandchild. A grandparent is not required to present expert testimony to prove the existence of a significant existing relationship between the child and the grandparent. The court may apply a reasonable person standard to determine whether there is a significant relationship between the child and the grandparent, or that the loss of the relationship between the child and the grandparent is likely to cause severe emotional harm to the child. Provides that a child's parent may always file a petition to modify visitation upon changed circumstances. Deletes provision that grandparent visitation subsection does not apply to a child who is the subject of a pending juvenile court case. Deletes provision that bars any petition for visitation after adoption.

HB4396

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Code of Criminal Procedure of 1963. Provides that a peace officer who, in the course of a lawful arrest or investigation of an alleged criminal offense, is exposed to the blood or other bodily fluids of an alleged offender or other suspect may require that the alleged offender or suspect submit a sample of his or her blood to the law enforcement agency for whom the peace officer is employed for testing and analysis of the blood to determine if the alleged offender or suspect has any sexually transmissible or communicable disease, including a test for infection with HIV or any other identified causative agent of AIDS. Provides that any such medical test shall be performed only by appropriately licensed medical practitioners and may include an analysis of any bodily fluids as well as an examination of the alleged offender or suspect's person. Provides that the costs of such testing and analysis shall be paid by the suspect or the alleged offender unless he or she is unable to pay for such testing and analysis in which case the testing and analysis shall be paid by the law enforcement agency for whom the peace officer who has been exposed to the blood or other bodily fluids is employed. Provides that the results of the testing shall be disclosed only to the peace officer who has been exposed to the alleged offender or suspect's blood or other bodily fluids.

HB4398

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Eliminates good conduct credit for the offense of aggravated battery when the victim of the aggravated battery is an employee of a police or sheriff's department engaged in the performance of his or her official duties committed on or after the effective date of the amendatory Act.

HB4606

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Eliminates the requirement that the victim of criminal sexual assault, aggravated criminal sexual assault, or aggravated criminal sexual abuse must report the offense to law enforcement authorities within 2 years after the commission of the offense in order for the 10 year statute of limitations to apply. Provides that a prosecution for any offense involving sexual conduct or sexual penetration where the defendant was within a professional or fiduciary relationship or a purported professional or fiduciary relationship with the victim at the time of the commission of the offense may be commenced within one year after the discovery of the offense by the victim if the statute of limitations would have otherwise expired before that one year period.

HB4716

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961 concerning disorderly conduct. Provides that a second or subsequent violation of doing any act in such unreasonable manner as to alarm or disturb another and to provoke a breach of the peace is a Class 4 felony if the defendant has any prior conviction for disorderly conduct, or any prior conviction under the law of another jurisdiction for an offense that is substantially similar, when any of these offenses have been committed against the victim of the current violation.

HB5216

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides for the seizure and forfeiture of a motor vehicle used in the commission of the offense of stalking or aggravated stalking. Establishes procedures in circuit court for determining the validity of the seizure of the motor vehicle.

HB5565

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 and the Adoption Act. Provides for the termination of parent rights for the commission of various acts against children. Amends the Criminal Code of 1961 and the Unified Code of Corrections. Reenacts various criminal provisions of P.A. 89-203 that were held unconstitutional by the Illinois Supreme Court in People v. Wooters as violating the single subject clause of the Illinois Constitution. Amends the Criminal Code of 1961, the Harassing and Obscene Communications Act, and the Code of Criminal Procedure of 1963. Changes the elements of the offenses of domestic battery, violation of an order of protection, and harassing and obscene communications. Makes other changes.
Committee III

Human Services Committee Bills

HB0380

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Illinois Spyware Prevention Initiative Act. Prohibits a person or entity other than the authorized user of a computer from causing computer software to be copied onto the computer and using the software to: (1) take control of the computer; (2) modify certain settings related to the computer's access to or use of the Internet; (3) collect, through deceptive means, personally identifiable information; (4) prevent, without authorization, an authorized user's reasonable efforts to block the installation of or disable software; (5) misrepresent that the software will be uninstalled or disabled by an authorized user's action; or (6) through deceptive means, remove, disable, or render inoperative security, antispyware, or antivirus software installed on the computer. Prohibits a person or entity who is not an authorized user from inducing an authorized user to install a software component by misrepresenting that it is necessary for security or privacy or in order to open, view, or play a particular type of content. Prohibits a person or entity who is not an authorized user from deceptively causing the copying and execution on the computer of software components with the intent of causing an authorized user to use the components in a way that violates the Act. Makes a violation of the Act a Class B misdemeanor. Contains severability provisions.

HB0411

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Minimum Wage Law. Provides that, beginning in 2006, the minimum wage for employees who are at least 18 years of age shall be adjusted each year by the Illinois Department of Labor, using the percentage change in the consumer price index for urban wage earners and clerical workers during the immediately preceding calendar year.

HB0658

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Minimum Wage Law. Provides that an employer of an employee engaged in an occupation in which gratuities have customarily and usually constituted and have been recognized as part of the remuneration is not entitled to an allowance for gratuities as part of the hourly wage rate (and deletes language giving an employer such an allowance in an amount not to exceed 40% of the applicable minimum wage rate).

HB1370

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Prevailing Wage Act. Provides that specified violations of the Act are Class A (rather than Class B) misdemeanors. Provides that a contractor or subcontractor who pays a worker less than the stipulated rates for work performed under a contract is liable to the Department of Labor for 50% (rather than 20%) of the underpayment and is liable to the worker for punitive damages in the amount of 5% (rather than 2%) of the amount of the penalty to the State for each month following the date of payment during which the underpayment remains unpaid. Provides that the list of contractors or subcontractors found to have disregarded their obligations to employees under the Act shall include contractors or subcontractors who, on 2 separate occasions within 5 years (rather than on 2 separate occasions, without regard to a time period), have been determined to have violated the Act. Provides that no contract may be awarded to a contractor or subcontractor appearing on the list, or to an entity in which the contractor or subcontractor has an interest, until 5 (rather than 2) years have elapsed from the date of publication of the list. Provides that a party violating provisions protecting whistle blowers is liable to the Department of Labor for a penalty of $5,000 for each violation.

HB1438

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Welfare to Work Act. Places qualified welfare recipients in State jobs or jobs contracted out by the State. Provides that State agencies shall provide the Department of Human Services a job announcement simultaneously with posting its positions or putting a position out for hire by contract, except for those positions subject to recall by laid-off employees, or those otherwise exempt. The Department shall review positions, make eligibility determinations, recruit and screen potential employees, and refer aid recipients to apply for positions listed in job announcements. Employers shall make all employment decisions based on merit, with not less than 5% of the hours worked on a State contract meeting certain specifications being worked by qualified aid recipients, with some exceptions. Employment terms and conditions shall be the same as for any other member of the employer's workforce doing the same or similar work. Provides for reports regarding hiring practices under this Act to be submitted to the General Assembly, the Department of Labor, and the Department of Human Services. Amends the Personnel Code and the Illinois Procurement Code to make changes in conformance with this Act. Effective immediately.

HB1453

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Woman's Right to Know Act and amends the Medical Practice Act of 1987. Provides that an abortion shall not be performed or induced unless the woman has given her voluntary and informed consent, and states guidelines for determining whether a woman's consent is voluntary and informed. Requires the Department of Public Health to publish printed materials and an informational video concerning certain prenatal services. Requires a physician to inform a woman of the existence of a medical emergency that necessitates an immediate abortion to avert her death or serious injury. Authorizes disciplinary action against a physician for a willful failure to provide a woman with certain information required under the Woman's Right to Know Act; if a physician willfully performs an abortion without first providing the woman with the information, authorizes a civil penalty of $1,000 for a first violation and $5,000 for a second or subsequent violation. Authorizes a State's Attorney to report to the Medical Disciplinary Board a physician's willful failure to provide a woman with such information. Effective 120 days after becoming law.

HB1480

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Labor Dispute Act. Contains findings and a declaration. Provides that persons engaged in picketing in labor disputes may use public rights of way to apprise the public of the existence of a dispute for: "the purposes of picketing"; erection of temporary signs announcing their dispute; parking at least one vehicle on the public right of way; and erection of tents or other temporary shelter for the health, welfare, personal safety, and well-being of picketers. Provides that a sign, tent, or temporary shelter may not be erected or maintained so as to obscure or otherwise physically interfere with an official traffic sign, signal, or device or to obstruct or physically interfere with the driver's view of approaching, merging, or intersecting traffic. Provides that "the burden of proof shall rest on the unit of local government making such a claim". Provides that tents or other temporary shelter covered by the new provisions shall not be larger than 300 square feet. Provides that signs, tents, or temporary shelters shall be removed at the end of each day when the picketing has ceased but that signs, tents, or temporary shelters may be maintained while individuals participating in the labor dispute are present. Prohibits blocking of fire hydrants. Requires water mains, sewers and other utilities to be accessible for maintenance and emergency repair work. Requires picketers to ensure that a reasonable walkway exists for pedestrians and others to pass by the picketing activities and make reasonable attempts to keep the area free from garbage and significant damage. Provides that the new provisions do not allow the erection of a tent or shelter on the right of way of any Class I highway. Provides that if a court determines that a sign, tent, or temporary shelter does not obscure or otherwise physically interfere with an official traffic sign, signal or device or to obstruct or physically interfere with the driver's view of approaching, merging or intersecting traffic, the unit of local government shall be liable for all costs and attorney's fees. Provides that an ordinance or resolution adopted before, on, or after the effective date of the new provisions by a unit of local government that imposes restrictions or limitations on the picketing of an employer in a manner inconsistent with this Act is invalid, and that a home rule unit may not regulate picketing.

HB1489

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Insurance Code. Prohibits an insurer from excluding a grandchild from coverage or limiting coverage solely because the grandchild is adopted. Prohibits an insurer from excluding a child or grandchild from coverage or limiting coverage solely because the child or grandchild is unmarried and 25 years of age or younger or because the child or grandchild is unmarried, 30 years of age or younger, and a full-time student. Provides that a grandchild who is in the custody of the insured pursuant to a court order or placement of adoption vesting temporary care of the grandchild in the insured is an adopted child.

HB1568

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Employment Termination Statement Act. Provides that an employer that employs 12 or more employees in Illinois shall mail or deliver to a terminated employee, who has been employed by the employer for at least 60 days, a written statement of the reasons for the termination within 14 days after terminating the employee. Excludes voluntary leaving. Provides that the Director of Labor shall administer and enforce the Act and may adopt rules necessary to administer and enforce the Act. Provides for hearings, relief, and civil penalties. Provides that a willful violation of the Act is a petty offense.

HB2440

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Unemployment Insurance Act. Provides that an individual is not ineligible for benefits solely because his or her unemployment is due to a stoppage of work because of a labor dispute where he or she is or was last employed. Provides that the disqualifications based on voluntary leaving and refusal of work do not apply to an individual whose unemployment is due to a stoppage of work because of a labor dispute where he or she is or was last employed.

HB3794

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Public Aid Code. Provides that, pursuant to the implementation of a federal Medicare prescription drug benefit, the Department of Public Aid shall develop a new supplemental coverage program to help cover out-of-pocket expenses of individuals enrolled in the Medicare prescription drug benefit program. Provides guidelines for coverage under and eligibility for the program. Effective immediately.

HB3815

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Illinois Regenerative Medicine Institute Act. Requires that the 2006 general election ballot include the proposition that the State issue $1,000,000,000 in general obligation bonds in support of stem cell research. Creates the Illinois Regenerative Medicine Institute Creation Act to provide for the governance and operation of the institute, which awards grants and loans for the research. Creates the Cosmetic Medical Procedure Utilization Tax Act to impose a tax upon the privilege of using cosmetic medical procedures at the rate of 6% of gross receipts. Amends the Open Meetings Act to permit closed meetings of the Institute's Oversight Committee and advisory panels on certain confidential topics. Amends the Election Code to provide for placement on the ballot of debt issuance referenda under the Revenue Article of the Illinois Constitution. Amends the State Finance Act to provide various funds for the institute operations, the tax proceeds, and the bond proceeds and retirement. Amends the General Obligation Bond Act to provide for the issuance and use of $1,000,000,000 in bonds. Effective January 1, 2006, except for those portions (institute creation, tax imposition, and bond issuance) conditioned upon voter approval.

HB4082

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Public Aid Code. Provides that, notwithstanding any other provision of the Code, no payment shall be authorized under the Medicaid program for any drug or medical device prescribed for the treatment of erectile dysfunction if the individual for whom the drug or medical device is prescribed is listed in the Statewide Sex Offender Database maintained by the Department of State Police. Effective immediately.


HB4188

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Human Rights Act. Includes the status of ex-offender in the definition of unlawful discrimination under the Act. Defines ex-offender. Contains provisions regarding construction with other laws. Provides that the Department of Human Rights shall research, document, and establish guidelines for eliminating discrimination by public and private institutions in employment, education, housing, and lending practices associated with the status of being an ex-offender and shall annually report its findings and recommendations to the Governor and General Assembly.

HB4246

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Pharmacy Practice Act of 1987. Provides that a pharmacist licensed under the Act may, based on his or her personal, religious beliefs, refuse to fill a prescription for and to dispense emergency contraception.

HB4248

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Affordable Housing Act. Provides that Illinois Affordable Housing Trust Fund moneys may not be used to make a grant, mortgage, or other payment or loan to or on behalf of an individual who is an illegal alien. Effective immediately.

HB4525

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Department of Children and Family Services Powers Law of the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois, the Mental Health and Developmental Disabilities Administrative Act, the Department of Public Health Powers and Duties Law of the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois, the Department of Veterans Affairs Act, the Illinois Public Aid Code, and the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that no nurse who is paid an hourly wage and who has direct responsibility to oversee or carry out nursing care or related duties may be required to work mandated overtime except in the case of an unforeseen emergent circumstance when such overtime is required only as a last resort, and limits the time of such overtime. Provides that when a nurse is mandated to work up to 12 consecutive hours, the nurse must be allowed at least 8 consecutive hours of off-duty time. Prohibits retaliation because a nurse refuses to work mandated overtime as prohibited under these provisions. Authorizes the filing of complaints alleging violations of these provisions. Effective immediately.

HB4681

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Parentage Act of 1984. Provides that in an action brought within 2 years after a judicial determination of parentage (now, within 2 years after a child's birth), the judgment or order shall (now, may) direct either parent to pay the reasonable expenses incurred by either parent or the Department of Healthcare and Family Services (now, either parent) related to the mother's pregnancy and the delivery of the child.

HB4696

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code and the Critical Health Problems and Comprehensive Health Education Act. Removes a provision that requires a sex education course that discusses sexual intercourse to have course material and instruction to advise pupils of the Abandoned Newborn Infant Protection Act and to provide information about responsible parenting and the availability of confidential adoption services. Provides instead that the Comprehensive Health Education Program must provide course material and instruction to advise pupils of the Abandoned Newborn Infant Protection Act and to provide information about responsible parenting and the availability of confidential adoption services. Amends the State Mandates Act to require implementation without reimbursement. Effective immediately.

HB5242

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Finance Authority Act. Provides that all projects undertaken with the participation of the Illinois Finance Authority must have as a condition of the contract or financing agreement certain provisions relating to charity care, labor relations, and labor requirements. With respect to labor relations, provides that any contract or financing arrangement entered into with the Authority must include contract terms under which the employer agrees to: (1) enter into a labor peace agreement with a labor organization that requests such an agreement for the conduct of a campaign in which it seeks to represent the employer's employees in an appropriate bargaining unit, or (2) if the parties are unable to agree to the terms of a labor peace agreement within 14 days of the commencement of negotiations, enter into final and binding arbitration in which the terms of a labor peace agreement will be imposed by an arbitrator. Sets forth provisions that must be included in a labor peace agreement. Provides that an employer may be exempt from these requirements under certain circumstances. Sets forth certain consequences for violating these required contract terms including termination of the contract under certain circumstances. Sets forth certain labor requirements for projects undertaken with the participation of the Illinois Finance Authority, including: (1) for all new construction, the employers, their contractors, and subcontractors shall pay their workforces fair and decent wages (2) employers, their contractors, and subcontractors shall comply with all applicable labor laws, and (3) employers, their contractors, and subcontractors shall maintain, at all times, safe and healthful working conditions and abide by all applicable wage and hour regulations and prohibitions against child labor and conform to the standards set by the federal OSHA or a similar State agency. Adds other provisions.

HB5251

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends provisions regarding the payment of compensation under the Line of Duty Compensation Act. Provides that, in the case of a person killed in the line of duty who was born out of wedlock and was not an adoptive child at the time of the person's death, a person shall be deemed to be a parent of the person killed in the line of duty only if that person would be an eligible parent of the person killed in the line of duty under specified criteria in the Probate Act of 1975. Applies to a pending claim if compensation was not paid before the effective date of the amendatory Act. Effective immediately.

HB5371

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Department of Natural Resources (Mines and Minerals) Law of the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois. Requires the Department of Natural Resources to maintain a 24-hour-a-day statewide emergency telephone number for the reporting of, and issuance of prompt response to the site of, accidents occurring in or about any mine regulated by the Department or the machinery connected therewith. Amends the Coal Mining Act. Requires persons having charge of a mine to report to the State Mine Inspector of the district, through the statewide emergency reporting telephone number, any accident that occurs in or about any coal mine or the machinery connected with any coal mine, within 15 minutes of ascertaining the occurrence of an accident (now, any loss of life or personal injury in or about a coal mine must be reported, without delay, by persons having charge of the mine to the State Mine Inspector). Provides that the Department shall impose an administrative fine of $100,000 upon the operator of a mine, if it is determined that the operator or the mine manager in charge of the mine failed to give the requisite notice, but allows the Director of Natural Resources to waive imposition of the fine upon a finding that the failure to give immediate notice was caused by circumstances wholly outside of the operator's control. Defines "accident". Requires the operator of a mine to provide self-contained self-rescue devices throughout the mine and wireless emergency communication devices and wireless tracking devices that must be worn by each person underground. Sets forth criminal penalties for any person who, without the authorization of the operator or the Department, knowingly removes or attempts to remove or tampers or attempts to tamper with a self-contained self-rescue device, wireless emergency communication device, or wireless tracking device.

HJR0058

Synopsis As Introduced
Supports comprehensive immigration reform and the McCain-Kennedy legislation.
HR0091

Synopsis As Introduced
Recognizes that the words "under God" should remain in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Committee IV

Education Committee Bills

HB0060

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Higher Education Student Assistance Act. Requires the Illinois Student Assistance Commission to implement and administer a teacher scholarship program, to be known as the Teach Illinois Scholarship Program. Defines "area of identified staff shortage" as a school district in which the number of teachers is insufficient to meet student or school district demand or a subject area for which the number of teachers who are qualified to teach that subject area is insufficient to meet student or school district demand, as determined by the State Board of Education. Requires the Commission to annually award scholarships to persons preparing to teach in areas of identified staff shortages. Requires the recipient to accept employment to teach in an elementary or secondary school in Illinois in an area of identified staff shortage for a period of at least 5 years.

HB0160

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Children with Disabilities Article of the School Code. Prohibits the State Board of Education from adopting any rule pursuant to that Article that imposes a responsibility or requirement on a school district or school that (i) conflicts with rules and regulations of the U.S. Department of Education pursuant to the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or (ii) is not imposed by the U.S. Department of Education pursuant to the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act. Provides that any rule adopted by the State Board of Education that violates this prohibition is null and void and has no effect beginning on January 1, 2006. Effective January 1, 2006.

HB0187

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that no person shall operate a school bus manufactured after the effective date of this amendatory Act that is not equipped with seat belts for the passengers and a rooftop safety hatch. Creates an exception for buses registered in another state and not operated in this State on a regular basis. Effective immediately.

HB0327

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Provides that upon the school board's expulsion of any student for any reason, the board must provide, and the expelled student must attend, an alternative school setting. Amends the State Mandates Act to require implementation without reimbursement.

HB0726

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Parentage Act of 1984, the Non-support Punishment Act, and the Illinois Public Aid Code. Provides that an award of sums of money out of the property or income of either or both parents may be made for the support of a child or children of the parties who have attained majority if: (1) the child is mentally or physically disabled and not otherwise emancipated; or (2) for the educational expenses of the child or children, whether of minor or majority age. Provides that the provision for educational expenses extends not only to periods of college education or professional or other training after graduation from high school, but also to any period during which the child of the parties is still attending high school, even though he or she attained the age of 19. Provides a list of what may be considered educational expenses. Provides that, if educational expenses are ordered payable, each parent and the child shall sign any consents necessary for the educational institution to provide the supporting parent with access to the child's academic transcripts, records, and grade reports. Lists factors that the court or the Department of Public Aid shall consider when deciding whether to make, decrease, modify, or terminate such a support order. Effective immediately.

HB0728

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Children with Disabilities Article of the School Code. Provides that the reimbursement of a school district for the amount of paid tuition of a child attending a non-public school or special education facility, public out-of-State school, or county special education facility is not authorized unless the State Superintendent of Education finds that the school district is in substantial compliance with a Section of the Code concerning special educational facilities for children with disabilities (now, the school district must also certify to the State Superintendent of Education that the special education program of the district is unable to meet the needs of a child because of the child's disability in order for reimbursement to be authorized). Effective immediately.

HB2515

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Board of Higher Education Act. Requires the Board to implement and administer a statewide program, using the World Wide Web, to assist students, advisors, faculty, and administrators from public and private institutions of higher education in obtaining consistent and accurate information about transfer courses and their applicability towards degree completion by publishing course equivalency guides, academic programs, courses offered, transfer course evaluations, and degree requirements. Effective immediately.

HB2844

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the College Campus Credit Card Marketing Act. Provides that each college in the State shall prohibit the advertising, marketing, or merchandising of credit cards on college campuses to students, except as provided in newspapers, magazines, or similar publications; within any banking institution located on a college campus; or pursuant to an official college credit card marketing policy.

HB3554

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Allows a school board to require a student who participates in a school-sponsored or school-supported athletic or extra-curricular activity to submit to a drug test as a condition of participation. Effective immediately.

HB3555

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Allows a school district, by resolution of its board, to operate on a 4-day school week plan approved by the State Board of Education. Effective immediately.

HB3615

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Creates the Ensuring Success in School Law to (1) ensure that youth who are expectant parents, parents, or the victims of domestic or sexual violence are identified by schools in a manner respectful of their privacy and safety, treated with dignity and regard, and provided the protection, instruction, and related support services necessary to enable them to meet State educational standards and successfully attain a high school diploma; (2) ensure that key Illinois school-level staff and policymakers understand and are sensitive to the needs and characteristics of such youth; (3) afford protections in a school setting to a population of youth who have historically been stigmatized and discriminated against; and (4) promote best practices in Illinois' schools. Contains provisions concerning a statewide working group and model polices, procedures, and protocols; confidentiality; specially trained school personnel; parental involvement; enrollment and re-enrollment; special attention to youth not in school; school transfer; the right to attend school; absences and attendance; chronic or habitual truants and minors; in-school support services; in-school accommodations; non-school based support services; the responsibility to inform youth of available services and accommodations; a student success plan; missed classes and work; procedural safeguards and an ombudsperson; dispute resolution procedures; educational placement during pendency of proceedings; a notice of rights; review and revision of policies; dropout and graduation rates; and compliance. Makes other changes in the School Code concerning the transfer of students, the suspension and expulsion of pupils, home instruction, alternative schools, truants, and charter schools. Amends the State Mandates Act to require implementation without reimbursement. Provides that the provisions are severable. Effective immediately.

HB3620

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends various Acts relating to the governance of the public universities in Illinois. Provides that the board of trustees of each university shall offer 100% tuition discounts (instead of 50% tuition waivers) for undergraduate education to the children of employees who have been employed by any one or more of these universities for at least 7 years. Requires 100% tuition discounts to also be offered to the spouses and domestic partners of these employees. Includes retired employees as university employees for the purpose of these provisions. Effective immediately.

HB3678

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Removes the requirement that school districts file estimated reimbursement claims for costs of transitional bilingual education by certain dates and that the State Superintendent of Education transmit vouchers of the estimated claims to the Comptroller by certain dates. Effective July 1, 2005.

HB3723

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Board of Higher Education Act. Requires the Board, in cooperation with representatives of public universities, to conduct a study to seek alternative methods, such as privatization, to meet the demand for additional and upgraded student housing. Effective immediately.

HB3745

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Board of Higher Education Act. Requires the Board to create a statewide textbook rental program for public institutions of higher education to save students a significant amount of money each semester. Provides that, under the program, the Board shall provide grants to those public institutions of higher education that choose to participate to cover start-up costs for those institutions. Provides that the institutions shall then provide students with the option to rent or purchase textbooks, which may be purchased from an inventory with a 20% to 40% discount off retail price. Effective immediately.

HB4026

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Educational Labor Relations Act. With regard to school districts, provides that an educational employee may not engage in a strike and an educational employer may not institute a lockout if that action would cause an interruption of ongoing essential educational services. Instead, requires the parties to submit to binding arbitration. Also provides that it is unlawful for a person to instigate or induce or conspire with or encourage a person to engage in a strike, lockout, slowdown, or work stoppage if that action would cause an interruption of ongoing essential educational services. Provides that these provisions do not prohibit a strike or lockout that began before the start of the school year. Effective immediately.
HB4174

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Clean Indoor Air Act. Provides that smoking is prohibited in any portion of a building used in whole or in part as a student dormitory that is owned and operated or otherwise utilized by a public or private institution of higher education. Effective immediately.

HB4339

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Public Community College Act. Provides that the board of trustees of the Chicago community college district shall require that each community college in the district employ one person as a coordinator and one person as a recruiter to assist inner-city minority students in transferring to public universities in this State. Subject to appropriation, requires the Illinois Community College Board to provide a grant to the district to fund these positions, which amount shall be equally divided among the community colleges. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB4343

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Requires (instead of allows) school districts to provide instruction in parenting education to students in grades 6 through 8. Makes related changes. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB4447

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Covering ALL KIDS Health Insurance Act. Permits dependent children between the ages of 19 and 23 to buy into the Covering ALL KIDS Health Insurance Program if the child (i) was enrolled in the Program prior to turning 19 years of age, (ii) is enrolled in a post-secondary education program full-time, and (iii) is eligible to be claimed as a dependent for income tax purposes. Authorizes the Department of Healthcare and Family Services to establish eligibility, co-pay, and premium requirements and requires to Department to take into consideration health benefits available to the child through the education program. Authorizes the Department to adopt rules to assist in paying premiums for health care coverage through the child's education program as an alternative to enrollment in the Program. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB4533

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Provides that a school board may excuse pupils in grades 4 (instead of 9) through 12 from the requirement that they engage daily in physical education if they must utilize the time set aside for physical education to receive special education support and services. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB4643

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Provides that in the awarding of grants for truants' alternative and optional education programs, the chronic truant and dropout rates of the areas served by the projects as compared to State averages must be taken into consideration first, and the population of the areas served, striving to serve as many students as possible with the funds available, must be taken into consideration second. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB4867

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Textbook Pricing and Access Act. Requires publishers of textbooks to make certain price disclosures to faculty members at institutions of higher learning with whom the publisher is in discussion. Requires faculty members to provide a written statement to each publisher or college bookstore placing an order for textbooks that details (i) the textbook required for the faculty member's course and (ii) the earliest edition of the textbook that may be purchased for a particular course. Restricts the manner in which textbooks and supplemental learning materials may be bundled by the publisher or college bookstore. Requires a college bookstore to make available a listing of all textbooks and supplemental learning materials required for courses taught during each term and to post that listing on its web site or in a non-restricted area at the college bookstore. Effective immediately.

HB4995

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Public Community College Act. Allows a board of trustees to provide or contract for residential housing for students and employees. In the Article concerning building programs, removes dormitories from the definition of "facilities". Effective immediately.

HB5269

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Public Community College Act. Requires the Illinois Community College Board to establish and administer a We Want to Learn English Initiative to provide resources for immigrants and refugees in this State to learn English in order to move towards becoming full members of American society. Provides that each fiscal year, the Board shall include in its budget proposal $25,000,000 in funding for the Initiative. Provides that no less than half of the funds appropriated for the Initiative each fiscal year shall be disbursed to community-based, not-for-profit organizations, immigrant social service organizations, faith-based organizations, and on-site job training programs.

HJR0063

Synopsis As Introduced
In order to resolve the issue of school funding, directs that the question of whether a Constitutional Convention should be called be submitted to the electors at the next general election.

Committee V

Transportation and Commerce Committee Bills

HB0045

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Human Rights Act. With respect to real estate transactions, prohibits discrimination on the basis of source of income. In provisions making it is a civil rights violation for an owner or any other person engaging in a real estate transaction, or for a real estate broker or salesman, because of unlawful discrimination or familial status or source of income, to engage in certain activities, provides that those provisions do not: (i) require a housing authority or housing development project in which 25% or more of the units are owned by a housing authority or subject to a leasing agreement, regulatory and operating agreement, or other similar instrument with a housing authority to lease or rent another unit of that same housing development project to an existing or prospective tenant who is receiving subsidies, payment assistance, contributions, or vouchers under or in connection with the federal Housing Choice Voucher program for payment of part or all of the rent for the unit; (ii) require or prevent, with specified exceptions, any person whose property is located in a municipality with fewer than 1,000,000 inhabitants and is in a concentrated census tract where 3% of the total housing stock in that census tract is occupied by tenants relying on subsidies, payment assistance, contributions, or vouchers under or in connection with the federal Housing Choice Voucher program for payment of part of the rent for the unit to lease or rent a unit to a prospective tenant who is relying on such a subsidy, payment assistance, contribution, or voucher for payment of part or all of the rent for the unit (the housing authority shall determine which census tracts within its service area meet the concentrated census tract exemption requirements and annually deliver that information to the municipalities within its jurisdiction); or (iii) prevent an owner or agent from taking into consideration factors other than lawful source of income such as credit history, criminal history, or references. Effective immediately.

HB0234

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides for issuance of War on Terrorism Veteran license plates, at an additional initial charge of $15 and an additional renewal charge of $2 with eligibility requirements to be determined by the Secretary of State. Provides that the additional $15 initial charge and the $2 renewal charge shall go to the Secretary of State Special License Plate Fund. Effective immediately

HB0647

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Pharmacy Practice Act of 1987. Provides for the registration of foreign mail-order pharmacies as nonresident pharmacies if specified disclosures and certifications are provided and the pharmacies are located in a foreign country, state or province whose pharmacy laws and regulations have been determined by the Department of Financial and Professional Regulation to be substantially similar to those of the State of Illinois and whose regulatory scheme for approval and quality control of prescription drugs has been found by the Department to be substantially equivalent to that of the State of Illinois and the federal government. Effective immediately.

HB0670

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code and the State Finance Act. Authorizes special license plates designated as Boy Scout and Girl Scout plates. Provides for increased fees for these plates, to be deposited into the Secretary of State Special License Plate Fund and the Boy Scout and Girl Scout Fund. Creates the Boy Scout and Girl Scout Fund as a special fund in the State treasury. Provides that all moneys in the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts Fund shall, subject to appropriation by the General Assembly and approval by the Secretary, be paid as grants, to be divided equally between the Illinois divisions of the Boy Scouts of America and the Girl Scouts of America. Effective January 1, 2006.

HB0693

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Toll Highway Act. Provides that the Illinois State Toll Highway Authority must obtain the approval of the General Assembly for future toll increases and for any toll increases effective within the 12 months preceding the effective date of the amendatory Act. Provides that the General Assembly's rejection or reduction of any toll increase is binding upon the Authority. Effective immediately.

HB0796

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Creates the offense of vehicular homicide. Provides that a person commits the offense if he or she unintentionally kills an individual or an unborn child while operating or in actual physical control of a motor vehicle, motorcycle, snowmobile or watercraft, if the death is the proximate result of committing a violation of the Illinois Vehicle Code, Boat Registration and Safety Act, Wildlife Code, Fish and Aquatic Life Code, or Snowmobile Registration and Safety Act. Provides that a violation is a Class A misdemeanor. Provides that if either the driver or operator is not legally empowered to be driving or operating the vehicle, motorcycle, snowmobile, or watercraft or if the vehicle, motorcycle, snowmobile, or watercraft is operated illegally, the penalty is a Class 4 felony. Provides that a second or subsequent conviction is a Class 4 felony. Effective immediately.

HB1082

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Increases from 6 months to one year the term of a statutory summary suspension of driving privileges for failure or refusal to complete a test or tests to determine alcohol, drug, or intoxicating compound concentration.

HB3455

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Changes the schedule of license fees with regard to seniors. Provides that the fee for all driver's licenses for persons age 69 through age 77 (rather than through age 80) is $5. Provides that the fee for all driver's licenses for persons age 78 (rather than 81) through age 83 (rather than 86) is $2. Provides that the fee for all driver's licenses for persons age 84 (rather than 87) and older is $0. Effective immediately.

HB4023

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Creates the Violent Video Games Law. Provides that a person who sells, rents, or permits to be sold or rented, any violent video game to any minor, commits a Class A misdemeanor for which a fine of $5,000 may be imposed. Provides that a family member's purchase of a violent video game for another family member who is a minor does not constitute a violation of this provision. Establishes labeling requirements for violent video games. Creates the Sexually Explicit Video Games Law. Provides that a person who sells, rents, or permits to be sold or rented, any sexually explicit video game to any minor, commits a Class A misdemeanor for which a fine of $5,000 may be imposed. Provides that a family member's purchase of a sexually explicit video game for another family member who is a minor does not constitute a violation of this provision. Establishes labeling requirements for sexually explicit video games. Provides that these laws are severable. Effective January 1, 2006.

HB4172

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act. Provides that it is an unlawful practice for a person to advertise or conduct a live musical performance or production in this State through the use of a false, deceptive, or misleading affiliation, connection, or association between the performing group and the recording group. Provides a list of exceptions to the unlawful practice.

HB4205

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act. Provides that no person shall sell a gift certificate that is subject to an expiration date or a fee. Provides that the face value of a gift certificate may not be reduced in value and the holder of a gift certificate may not be penalized in any way for non-use or untimely redemption of the gift certificate. Deletes language requiring that a gift certificate subject to a fee or expiration date contain a statement clearly and conspicuously printed on the gift certificate stating the expiration date or whether there is a fee. Makes other changes.

HB4243

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code and the State Finance Act. Provides for the issuance of Relay for Life special license plates, at an additional charge of $25 at original issuance and renewal. Provides that $10 of the original issuance charge and $23 of the renewal charge is to be deposited into the Relay for Life Fund. Creates the Relay for Life Fund as a special fund in the State Treasury. Provides that all moneys in the Relay for Life Fund shall be paid, subject to appropriation, as grants for charitable purposes, in relation to cancer awareness and research, sponsored by the American Cancer Society.

HB4301

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code and the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that a person convicted of driving an uninsured motor vehicle, in addition to any other penalty imposed, shall have his or her driving privileges suspended for 90 days and until he or she has paid a reinstatement fee of $100. Provides that, if a person is convicted of driving an uninsured vehicle while his or her driving privileges are suspended for a similar violation, his or her driving privileges shall be suspended for an additional 180 days and until he or she pays the reinstatement fee.

HB4417

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Consumer Protection Fuel Price Gouging Act. Provides that it is unlawful for any motor-fuel vendor to sell or offer to sell motor fuel within the State at a price that is increased because of the vendor's knowledge of a perceived disruption in the motor-fuel market. Provides that an increase in the price of motor fuel is rebuttably presumed to be based upon the vendor's knowledge of a perceived disruption in the motor-fuel market if: (1) the amount charged represents a gross disparity between the price at which the motor fuel was readily obtainable within the vendor's trade area during the 7 days immediately before the perceived disruption or price increase; and (2) the increase in the amount charged is not attributable to cost factors to the vendor, including replacement costs, taxes, and transportation costs incurred by the vendor. Provides that a violation of this Act constitutes a violation of the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act, but nothing in this Act creates a private cause of action in favor of any person damaged by a violation of this Act, but individuals may complain to the Attorney General. Preempts home rule. Amends the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act to make corresponding changes. Effective immediately.

HB4687

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act. Provides that a consumer (instead of a consumer who is the victim of identity theft) may place a security freeze on his or her credit account. Effective immediately.

HB4748

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code and the State Finance Act. Provides that the Secretary of State, in compliance with the federal REAL ID Act, may issue a driver's certificate that clearly states on its face that it may not be accepted by any Federal agency for federal identification or any other official purpose. Provides that the driver's certificate must be distinguishable from a driver's license or permit. Provides that one of these driver's certificates may be issued to an applicant who is an immigrant residing in this State, is ineligible to obtain a social security number, and is ineligible to receive a driver's license. Establishes requirements for the application. Provides that an applicant for one of these certificates must pay an additional fee of not less than $50, to be set by the Secretary of State by rule, to be deposited into the Secretary of State Immigrant Driver's Certificate Fund. Creates the Secretary of State Immigrant Driver's Certificate Fund as a special fund in the State treasury. Provides that moneys deposited into the fund shall, subject to appropriation, be used by the Secretary of State to pay for the additional costs associated with immigrant applicants for driver's certificates. Provides that a person denied a driver's certificate may seek administrative review. Provides that a driver's certificate may not be used to obtain a Firearm Owner's Identification Card or a driver's license from another state. Provides that the Secretary of State shall, in conjunction with the Illinois State Police, establish administrative procedures for determining and identifying ineligible Firearm Owner's Identification Card applicants, to ensure compliance with the Firearm Owners Identification Card Act. Provides for severability of the bill's provisions. Effective immediately.

HB4758

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Residential Tenant Protection Act. Makes findings, states purposes, and provides definitions of terms. Prohibits residential lock-outs. Describes actions that do not constitute a residential lock-out. Makes a violation a petty offense punishable by a fine of not more than $500 nor less than $200. Also authorizes injunctive relief and damages. Effective immediately.

HB4768

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that a driver's license may not be issued to a person under 18 years of age. Provides that an instruction permit may not be issued to a person under the age of 17 years. Increases from 16 to 18 years the minimum age for issuance of a restricted driving permit or a family financial responsibility driving permit. Makes corresponding changes in other provisions. Provides that the increases in the driving age do not invalidate any license or permit that was previously issued to a person under 18 years of age if the person complies, until his or her 18th birthday, with all requirements that previously applied to drivers under 18 years of age.

HB4786

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Pharmacy Practice Act of 1987. Provides that a pharmacist licensed under the Act may, based on his or her personal, religious beliefs, refuse to fill a prescription for and to dispense emergency contraception. Amends the Health Care Right of Conscience Act. Adds the dispensation of prescribed medication to the list of activities included in the definition of "health care", adds pharmacist to the list of occupations included in the definition of "health care personnel", and adds pharmacy to the list of facilities included in the definition of "health care facility".

HB4823

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Tenant Notification Act. Provides that a landlord of a multi-unit rental complex or rental property with 2 or more rental units, mobile homes, or mobile home lots shall notify tenants that a sex offender or sexual predator is also a tenant, within 10 days of the landlord becoming aware that the sex offender is a tenant. Provides that the notice shall include the sex offender's name, address, and crime. Provides that a landlord who knows that a sex offender is a tenant shall give written notice of information about the sex offender to a prospective tenant before that person signs a lease or makes a rental agreement.

HB4978

Synopsis As Introduced
Appropriates $35,000,000 to the Department of Transportation for the operation of the listed train schedule. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB5004

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Vehicle Code. Provides that no person shall operate a school bus manufactured after the effective date of this amendatory Act that is not equipped with seat belts for the passengers and a rooftop safety hatch. Effective immediately.

HB5553

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Local Community Rail Security Act of 2006. Provides that, not later than 180 days after the after the effective date of the Act, every operator of rail facilities in the State shall provide to local and State law enforcement and emergency officials a risk assessment of all rail facilities in the State. Establishes requirements for the risk assessment. Provides that, not later than 360 days after the effective date of the Act, all rail operators shall have in place a program to protect rail infrastructure in the State from acts of sabotage, terrorism, or other crimes. Sets standards for the infrastructure protection program, for a program to protect community facilities, and for communication between rail operators and State and local law enforcement and emergency officials. Provides that the Department of Transportation has authority to fine any rail operator or any other person covered by the Act up to $50,000 per day certain violations. Prohibits punitive action against any employee reporting a violation of the Act, including employees of contractors, subcontractors, and others performing work on rail facilities. Provides for severability of the provisions of the Act.

HR0180

Synopsis As Introduced
Urges the Governor to direct the Illinois State Toll Highway Authority to offer less expensive I-PASS rates for seniors and infrequent travelers.
Committee VI

Firearms, Gaming, Liquor & Tobacco Committee Bills

HB0570

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Riverboat Gambling Act. Provides that any owners license and any riverboat home dock relocation authorized on or after the effective date of this amendatory Act of the 94th General Assembly shall not authorize the conduct of riverboat gambling operations from a home dock that is located within the boundaries of a redevelopment project area under the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act in the Illinois Municipal Code. Effective immediately.

HB0571

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act. Provides that notwithstanding any other provision of the law of this State or an ordinance of any political subdivision of this State, an individual who is a qualified law enforcement officer or a qualified retired law enforcement officer and who is carrying specified identification may carry a concealed firearm in this State. Amends the Criminal Code of 1961 to exempt these qualified law enforcement officers and qualified retired law enforcement officers from certain unlawful use of weapons provisions and from aggravated unlawful use of a weapon provisions.

HB0602

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Adult Entertainment Billboard Regulation Act. Provides that no billboard or other exterior advertising sign for an adult cabaret or a sexually-oriented business shall be located within one mile of any State highway, unless that business is located within one mile of a State highway, in which case that business may display one sign giving notice that the premises are off limits to minors and one identification sign of no more than 40 square feet in size that contains only the business' name, street address, telephone number, and operating hours. Provides that non-conforming signs in use at the time of the effective date of the Act may continue in use, but should be made to conform to the specifications of the Act within 3 years after the Act's effective date. Provides that any adult cabaret or sexually-oriented business owner who violates the provisions of the Act is guilty of a Class C misdemeanor and that each day that a violation of the Act continues in existence constitutes a separate offense. Preempts home rule. Effective July 1, 2005.

HB0642

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the School Code. Provides that a student may not be expelled, except (i) for any criminal offense for which a sentence to the Department of Corrections may be imposed or (ii) when the student is determined to have brought a weapon to school, any school-sponsored activity, or an activity or event that bears a reasonable relationship to school.

HB0660

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Display of Tobacco Products Act. Provides that all tobacco products, other than smokeless tobacco, must be sold from behind the counter or in an age restricted area or in a sealed display case. Eliminates the provision that tobacco products, other than single packs of cigarettes, must be sold in line of sight. Provides that smokeless tobacco must be sold from behind the counter. Effective immediately.

HB0703

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides for the establishment of a pilot program at a Department of Corrections facility built on or after January 1, 2006 in which the inmates shall be prohibited from possessing cigarettes and other tobacco products. Also provides that the Director of Corrections may prohibit the inmates of Department facilities built before January 1, 2006 from possessing cigarettes and other tobacco products as the Director deems appropriate.

HB0747

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Juvenile Court Act of 1987. Provides that, if a minor violates the provisions prohibiting minors from possessing any cigars, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, or tobacco in any of its forms, the court may in its discretion, and upon recommendation by the State's Attorney, order the minor and his or her parents or legal guardian to attend a smoker's education or youth diversion program if that program is available in the jurisdiction where the offender resides. Provides that attendance at a smoker's education or youth diversion program shall be time-credited against any community service time imposed for a violation of the provision prohibiting tobacco possession by a minor. Imposes several penalties for a violation of the provision prohibiting tobacco possession by a minor. Amends the Sale of Tobacco to Minors Act. Changes the short title of the Act to the "Prevention of Tobacco Use by Minors Act". Prohibits minors under 18 years of age from possessing any cigar, cigarette, smokeless tobacco, or tobacco in any of its forms. Imposes several penalties for a violation of the provision prohibiting tobacco possession by a minor.

HB0844

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Liquor Control Act of 1934. Prohibits a licensee from permitting a person who is under 21 years of age to enter and remain in the portion of the licensee's premises where alcoholic liquor is sold, given, or delivered (now a municipality or county may prohibit this) and prohibits persons under 21 years of age from entering licensed premises. Provides that the provisions do not apply to persons who are at least 18 years of age under certain circumstances. Provides that a violation of those provisions by a person under 21 years of age or by a licensee is a Class A misdemeanor or, if a death occurs as a result of the violation, a Class 4 felony.

HB0892

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Code of Criminal Procedure of 1963. Deletes a provision allowing legally possessed firearms to be returned to a person that completes a sentence for a conviction on a misdemeanor domestic battery charge.

HB1296

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Tobacco Control Act. Provides definitions. Prohibits any person from selling tobacco without obtaining a license. Requires retailers without a license to keep all tobacco products and paraphernalia from public view and prohibits the display of any tobacco-related advertisement that would lead a person to believe tobacco could be obtained from the retailer. Prohibits certain sales or dispersals of tobacco products. Requires an application for a tobacco retailer's license to be submitted in the name of the proprietor to the Illinois Liquor Control Commission and provides that a license issued in error or on the basis of false or misleading information shall be revoked. Sets forth the information to be provided in applications for new or renewal licenses. Requires the Commission to issue a license upon receipt of an application except for certain circumstances. Provides that a license is nontransferable and that violations accumulated against a location or business will continue to be counted against that location or business unless the location or business has been transferred in an arm's length transaction. Requires a retailer to pay a fee set by the Commission for a new or renewal license. Requires retailers to display the license and to display a sign at each point of sale, including on each vending machine. Provides for violations and compliance checks. Provides for penalties. Provides for severability. Effective July 1, 2006.

HB2414

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Prohibits the knowing manufacture, delivery, and possession of semiautomatic assault weapons, assault weapon attachments, 50 caliber rifles, and 50 caliber cartridges. Provides for an affirmative defense to a violation for peace officers, correctional institution employees and officers, members of the Armed Services and Reserve Forces of the United States, and the Illinois National Guard while these persons are in the performance of their duties. Establishes penalties for violations. Prohibits the knowing manufacture, delivery, and possession of a large capacity ammunition feeding device (a magazine, belt, drum, feed strip, or similar device that has a capacity of, or that can be readily restored or converted to accept, more than 10 rounds of ammunition and any combination of parts from which such a device can be assembled). Establishes penalties for violations. Requires a person who possesses a large capacity ammunition feeding device on the effective date of the amendatory Act, within 90 days after that date, to destroy the device, render the device permanently inoperable, relinquish the device to a law enforcement agency, or remove the device from the State. Establishes as an affirmative defense to a violation, the delivery or possession of a large capacity ammunition feeding device while in the performance of their official duties by peace officers, correctional institutional employees and officials, and members of the Armed Services or Reserve Forces of the United States or the Illinois National Guard.

HB2567

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Family and Personal Protection Act. Establishes statewide uniform standards for the issuance of permits to carry concealed firearms in this State. Vests in the Department of State Police, the authority to issue concealed firearms permits to qualified applicants. Requires an applicant to complete a training course in handgun use, safety, and marksmanship. Also requires instruction in the law relating to firearm use. Requires an applicant to be at least 21 years of age. Prohibits an applicant who has been convicted of a felony or has a history of mental illness, addiction, or habitual alcohol use from obtaining a permit. Creates the Citizen Safety and Self-Defense Trust Fund administered by the Department. The moneys in the Fund shall be used to administer the Act. Establishes restrictions on carrying concealed firearms. Establishes standards for the training course and for certifying instructors. Amends the Firearm Owners Identification Card Act. Provides that the Family and Personal Protection Act supersedes an ordinance of a unit of local government inconsistent with that Act. Prohibits a home rule unit from regulating the issuance of permits to carry concealed firearms. Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Exempts from an unlawful use of weapons and aggravated unlawful use of weapons violation, persons who carry or possess firearms in accordance with the Family and Personal Protection Act. Effective immediately.

HB3481

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Riverboat Gambling Act. Provides that each licensed owner that operates a preferred customer club associated with a facility in which gambling is conducted must mail a monthly statement to the club members that details the members' gains and losses within the last month at that facility.

HB3600

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Alcohol Without Liquid Device Act. Prohibits the purchase, sale, and use of devices that mix alcoholic liquor with oxygen for the purpose of inhalation. Provides that a person who violates the Act commits a petty offense and may be fined up to $1,000 per occurrence. Provides that the provisions of the Act are severable. Effective immediately.

HB3848

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that it is a public nuisance to operate a business that sells or delivers firearms without taking reasonable precautions to ensure that the firearms are not to be used or possessed illegally by the purchaser or transferee, or acquired by an individual without complying with procedures required by law for the sale or transfer of firearms. Provides that the precautions shall include, but are not limited to, the refusal to sell a firearm to a person: (i) the seller or deliverer knows or has reason to know is purchasing the firearm on behalf of another person who could not legally purchase the firearm, (ii) that has provided a home address in a municipality or county in which possession of that type of firearm is illegal, and (iii) the seller or deliverer otherwise knows or has reason to know will use the firearm illegally.

HB4132

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that it is unlawful for any person to purchase, possess, use, sell, give away, or otherwise transfer, or to engage in the business of selling, or to exhibit for sale, any replica rocket propelled grenade launcher, bazooka, artillery piece, grenade, mine, bomb, or items similar to weapons designed and manufactured for military purposes or replicas of those items. Provides that a violation is a Class A misdemeanor.

HB4167

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that the carrying, possession, or transportation of concealable firearms by a nonresident who has been issued a permit or license to carry concealable firearms in his or her home state while the nonresident is in this State or is traveling through this State and is carrying, possessing, or transporting the concealable firearms in compliance with the laws of his or her home state is not a violation of the unlawful use of weapons statute and the aggravated unlawful use of a weapon statute.

HB4191

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Liquor Control Act of 1934. Provides that alcoholic liquor may be delivered to and sold at any airport belonging to or under the control of a municipality of more than 10,000 (now, 25,000) inhabitants. Effective immediately.

HB4338

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Clean Indoor Air Act. Includes bars, taverns, and bowling alleys in the definition of "public place". Provides that no person shall smoke within 15 feet of any entrance to a public place. Provides that the proprietor of a restaurant, bar, or tavern (now, elected and appointed officials of the State of Illinois and of any unit of local government and of any school district, or their designee, having control over property of the State or of a unit of local government or of a school district which includes a public place, and the proprietor of a structure which includes a public place) may establish a smoking area on the premises until 2 years after the effective date of the amendatory Act, at which time the restaurant, bar, or tavern must otherwise comply with the Act. Provides that any public place may have a smoking area if it is equipped with devices to render the exposure to secondhand smoke in the area equivalent to exposure to secondhand smoke in the ambient outdoor air surrounding the public place and requires the Department of Public Health to adopt rules relating to this provision. Makes other changes.

HB4550

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Firearm Owners Identification Card Act. Provides that if the receipt of a firearm does not violate federal or State law, the Department of State Police shall destroy all records of the dial up telephone system with respect to the call to the Department of State Police concerning whether a transferee of a firearm is eligible to acquire or possess a firearm, other than the identifying number and the date the number was assigned, and all records of the system relating to the person or the transfer within 7 days. Provides that if the transfer of a firearm is denied by the Department of State Police, the Department of State Police may keep the records of a denial until the denial is appealed and overturned, or as long as necessary for a criminal prosecution. Provides that the Department of State Police may not retain, copy, or distribute any information previously collected under the dial up system. Effective immediately.

HB4738

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Personal Protection for Judges and State's Attorneys Act. Establishes statewide uniform standards for the issuance of permits to carry concealed firearms in this State. Authorizes the county sheriff to issue concealed firearms permits to Judges, State's Attorneys, and Assistant State's Attorneys. Requires an applicant to complete a training course in handgun use, safety, and marksmanship. Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Exempts, from an unlawful use of weapons and aggravated unlawful use of weapons violation, Judges, State's Attorneys, and Assistant State's Attorneys who carry or possess firearms in accordance with the Personal Protection for Judges and State's Attorneys Act. Preempts home rule. Effective immediately.

HB5252

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Illinois Lottery Law. Provides the that term "lottery" does not include any gambling game authorized to be conducted by a licensee under the Riverboat Gambling Act or the Charitable Games Act. Effective immediately.

HB5299

Synopsis As Introduced
Creates the Internet Dating Disclosure and Safety Awareness Act. Requires an online dating service provider offering services to residents of this State to disclose clearly and conspicuously, to any member who provides a billing address or a zip code in this State when registering with the provider, that the online dating provider either initiates a background check of felony and sex offense convictions on each member prior to permitting any member to communicate with a member in this State or that the online dating service provider does not initiate such a background check. Provides language concerning the disclosures. Requires that an online dating service provider that conducts criminal background checks to post a safety awareness notification and provides required language for that notification. Provides that failure to comply with the disclosure requirements of the Act shall constitute an unlawful business practice under the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act. Provides that each failure to provide the required disclosure constitutes a separate violation. Provides for civil penalties. Creates the Internet Dating Disclosure and Safety Awareness Act Fund to be used by the Office of the Attorney General for enforcement of the Act. Amends the State Finance Act to create the Internet Dating Disclosure and Safety Awareness Act Fund. Amends the Consumer Fraud and Deceptive Business Practices Act. Adds the Internet Dating Disclosure and Safety Awareness Act to the list of Acts that the knowing violation of which constitutes an unlawful business practice.

HB5333

Synopsis As Introduced
Amends the Wildlife Code. Provides that any individual engaged in field sport in this State must be licensed as a field sport huntsman or accompanied by a licensed field sport huntsman. Sets forth certain requirements for this license. Provides that a person engaged in field sport without a license or without being accompanied by a licensed field sport huntsman shall be guilty of a petty offense and subject to an administrative fine. Provides that the holder of a field sport license shall be liable for any damage to real or personal property caused by a field sport hunting party in which the licensee was present, participated in, sponsored, or otherwise accompanied. Defines "field sport" as any organized hunt that uses dogs or hounds for tracking game including, without limitation, foxes and coyotes.
