WHEREAS, 
It is also important for members to be present in order to contribute to the conversation and debate issues facing Model Illinois Government,

WHEREAS,   It is known that failure of members to attend meetings will result in lack of progress that would adversely affect Model Illinois Government,

 THEREFORE BE IT MOVED BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD HERE ASSEMBLED:
 
THAT,   
An absence will be deemed excused or unexcused by a majority vote of the Executive Board.  To be excused, an absence must be made known to the Governor no less than one (1) week before the said meeting.  The Executive Board will judge emergency absences (ie: family, health, and transportation) on a case by case basis.

THAT,
All unexcused absences will count towards the unexcused absence limit, even in the case of the lack of quorum.
THAT,   
No member of the Executive Board shall have no more than one (1) unexcused absences over the course of the 2006-2007 session.  If any single member of the Executive Board is unexcused from one (1) meeting, they will be notified by the Governor of their absence and their eligibility for removal if they are unexcused a second time.  Due process must be given.
