Dear Candidate


Model Illinois Government thanks you for your interest in being a part of the 2009-2010 Executive Board Elections.  Please read over these election procedures carefully to ensure that your petition will be accepted and your name will be placed on the ballot.

Election Commission

The Secretary of State will appoint an election commission, containing at least two faculty advisors and alternates. No two members on the committee will be from the same school. No member of that commission can participate in any campaigning or endorsing a candidate and if they do, they will be removed from the commission. The Election Commission shall oversee all election procedures including candidacy, decorum of candidates, and tabulation of the ballots. If the Secretary of State is a candidate for elected office, the Secretary of State may not serve on the Election Commission. In this case, the Secretary of State will appoint an Executive Committee member who is not a candidate for office and that person shall serve as Election Commission chair in place of the Secretary of State. (Article III, Section A, Clauses 1-5)
Filing for Candidacy

Petition for candidacy must be completed in accordance to the conditions prescribed in the MIG By-Laws election procedures. The petition must include a faculty advisors signature and a signed statement outlining the election campaign procedures found in the constitution. Write –in candidates must sign it also. Failure to sign this statement will forfeit candidacy. (Article III, Section B, Clauses 1-4)

Campaign Procedures

Candidates for elected office must follow all campaign procedures as well as the delegate code of conduct. Failure to do so can result in removal from the election process and the ballot. Campaign materials may be distributed by hand, but may not be posted on walls or any structures in the building. The distribution or sale of alcohol may not be used for campaign reasons. Candidates and supporters are not allowed to openly campaign for office during formally arranged educational activities of the organization.  Buttons and other campaign materials may be worn at all times if they don’t hinder the simulation. You may campaign openly at all social events. (Article III, Section C, Clauses 1-4)
Election Ballot

All candidates are able to place their name on the ballot for one office only.  A candidate’s name may not appear on the ballot more than once nor may a candidate have more than one petition circulating for more than one office. Candidates will be placed on the ballot in order of the receipt of their petitions. (Article III, Section D. Clauses 1-3)
Voting

A Voter ID must be received in order to cast a ballot, there will be no exceptions.  If a delegate looses their Voter ID they may obtain a replacement from the Secretary of State.  Any delegate wishing to participate in the election proceeding will receive one ballot and vote for one candidate under each office. If a ballot is spoiled alert an elections judge and obtain a new ballot.  In addition, electioneering by candidates or supporters of candidates is prohibited in the area in which the election proceedings and balloting is taking place.  Any person caught electioneering will be removed.  If the person is caught electioneering more than once further action may be taken including the revocation of voting privileges.  Only the Secretary of State, election judges, and persons casting ballots will be allowed on the floor in which the voting is taking place. (Article III, Section E, Clauses 1-2)
Tabulation of Ballots

Only members of the Election Commission and alternates may participate in the tabulation of ballots. 

The box next to the candidates name must be clearly marked with an appropriate mark in order for the vote to count. For a write-in candidate to receive a vote, the name of the candidate must be legibly written in the space provided in order for the vote to count. Also, the last name is required and proper spelling is encouraged. The candidate who receives the most votes for the office for which he filed his candidacy shall be declared the winner. (Article III, Section F, Clauses 1-5) 
For any additional procedures, please refer to the Model Illinois Government Constitution (Article III, Section A, Clauses 1-4, Section B Clauses 1 –4, Section C Clauses 1-4,  Section D Clauses 1-3 Section E Clauses 1-2, and Section F Clauses 1-5).  Failure to follow these procedures shall result in immediate action with decision through the committee.

2009-2010 Election Petition

Petition must collect 25 signatures.  24 must be student delegates, and the final signature must be a faculty advisor.
